One month ago, I attended the Running USA National 
Conference in San Diego.  This is the premiere event for 
race directors and race related vendors and is attended 
by just about every major U.S. Marathon.  It is always 
great to get together with your peers and compare notes, 

trials and tribulations about each others events.  Here is some of the things I 
learned: 

The Under Armour Baltimore Running Festival has a great reputation among 
the running community.  We always thought we did a pretty good job with the 
event, but as with a child, of course you think that way about your own creations.  It 
was flattering to know that other race directors and people in the business think 
highly of it as well.  We have come along way in the past six years and look forward 
to continuing to build on what we have started. 

The economy is down, but running in not.    When you watch television news 
programs, all the stories related to business and travel sound bleak.  However, one 
area which the down-trodden economy has not seemed to impact is running 
events.  Across the region, running events are holding steady and in many cases 
growing.  A half-marathon in Virginia Beach will host 21,000 this month and DC’s 
Cherry Blossom 10-Miler in April is expecting 30,000 runners.  The Baltimore 
Running Festival in October is pacing at a 30% increase over last year.   

Most races deal with the same issues and problems that we do.  It nice to know 
that we are not the only ones who battle operational and logistical demons to pull off 
the race.  We traded "war stories" on topics such as how many water stops, finish 
line logistics, expo timing and flow and many more.   We basically came to the 
conclusion that it is just the nature of the beast and everyone just needs to know 
that going in. 

October 10th is closer than you think so you better register and take advantage 
of the Early Bird Savings.  I actually didn't learn that at the conference, but at least it 
allows me to bold the text!  It will be here soon, at least in terms of planning and 
training so why wait.  Sign up early and save up to $20 off your entry fee.  And as 
you know many of our races sell out and I would not want you to get shut out.
